Sterile filtration processes utilize both depth filters, as prefilters, in 
order to remove the larger amount of particle and microbial 
contaminants in the fluid and membrane filters, as the final 
sterilizing filters. 

Sterilization should be used for instruments, surgical gloves 
and other items that come in direct contact with the blood stream or 
normally sterile tissues. It can be achieved by high-pressure steam 

activities.
